The Families: Maunganidze Kind Hearted Children’s Home

Maunganidze Kind Hearted Children’s Home (MKHCH) is the only Children’s home in Chitungwiza (a satellite town that is the largest in Zimbabwe).  The Home is registered (with the govt? an NGO? ) and was founded in 2007 by a widow named Virginia Kadzunge after she retired from the Social Welfare department. She is now 60 years of age and runs the home with the help of her daughter.  Currently Maunganidze Kind Hearted Children’s home houses 19 Children whose ages range from one year old to 18 years of age. The majority of these children are between 1 and 10 years old. The children are not going to school and there are no educational facilities for them. Most of the children have been orphaned due to HIV and AIDS and several have been abandoned by their parents. Others have been abused and do not have a reliable home. The Home has been surviving on donations from friends and supporters.

A Wellness Partner:  Lantern Projects, Inc. 

Lantern Project Inc. is an organization to be funded in Zimbabwe by the Africa Wellness Initiative.   Maunganidze, the orphanage relies on public funding, in a society with no sustainable public policies and a natural environment identified by droughts, minimal food production and unpredictable climate. Under such circumstances the situation requires external support until such a time that the Maunganidze KindHearted Children’s Home can become self-sustainable. Africa Wellness Initiative is a US support for this home, and has the potential to restore life to Maunganidze KindHearted Children’s Home.  It will do this by refurbishing their home, and giving the necessary support, via wellness partners in the society such Lantern Project, Inc.
Objectives  

· To improve children sleeping conditions:

Most children are currently sleeping on the unpadded cement floor, 
-Improve health of the infected and affected children.

The majority of these children are HIV positive and some have AIDS 

· To improve the sense of belonging to a family:

Having their own individual beds will help these children feel they are love and that their home is not just a place to live but a home that provides them a warm place to sleep.  A simple bed can increase positive behavior as well as boost their self esteem.  They will become more productive at home and in school thereby grow up to be productive members of society.  

· Reduced trauma:

Being an orphan can cause major trauma psychologically.   Therefore any positive improvement like having a warm bed can contribute major to a child coping with loosing parents and having HIV and or AIDS.
